4. Pretend you are a news reporter in 

1666. Write a newspaper report. 

This could be handwritten or typed 

on the computer. Can you make your 

newspaper report look old? 
 

 

5. Create a model of a Tudor House that 

would have been involved in the Great 

Fire of London.
